(Opinion of Mr. JusticC'. Roy, of the N01.:v York Supremo Court, in 
People ox rel. Shannon v. Garstenfold, 156 N.Y.S. 991, 92 Misc. ~88:) 

Is it disorderly conduct for one individual to publicly greet 
another by plo.cing the end of his thumb against the tip of his nose, 
at tho same time extending and wicgling tho fingers of his hand? 
That momentous question is involved in this appeal. Yfl10.t meaning is 
intended to be conveyed by tho above described po.ntomine? 

Is it o. friendly or an unfriendly action; u compliment or an 
insult? 

Is it o. direct invitation to fight, or is it likely to provoke 
a fight? 

Dr. Holmes, tho.t delightful wit and philosopher of o. former 
generation, remarked in his "Autocrat of tho Breukfast Table", tho.t 
"there are a good mn.ny symbols even tho.t are more expressive than 
words •11 In the Knickerbocker History of Nev·r York we road that, 
when William the Testy sent o.n expedition to troo.t with the bell­
ir;orcnt powers of Renssolaerstoin, tho ambasso.dor who a.ccorapa.nicd 
the expedition dc1:i.<:inded tho surrender of the fortress. 

11 In reply the Vfo.chtmeostor applied the thu.111b of his ric;ht hand
